The key part of the October Delegates Meeting is to agree the next years Club Subscriptions levels and 
the various Registered Contenders and Championship Event Levies.
To help, I have undertaken a breakdown of income/costs for each respective component of the 
Association – see separate sheet.  This will give us an idea of which areas are self-sufficient and which 
areas are running “at a loss”.

Road Rally Championship
We have reacted to the large loss last year by reducing the costs of the Awards.  And I have had to add 
in some additional expenditure re “stationery” as this relates to some of Dave’s expenses for last year 
where the cheque was lost – so we still owed him!
Never the less, it looks like we will still show a loss again this year.
And we have the issue that should we lose CARS sponsorship (and get no replacement) – we will have 
to cover the costs of the decals (which are very good but expensive – c �230 pa) which will again make 
big inroads into any income received.
Current Registration fees stands at �5 pp and have been at the same level for the last 6 years (2001).
Much as I am loath to increase these fees, I feel I should ask that the Delegates should consider 
increasing them – or agree to continue to eat into the Association reserves.
Road Rally Event Levy – currently �15.
We have a small dilemma here in that it is acknowledged that Road Rally entry levels are falling – and 
we did run with a few less events this year than in the past as events drop out/fail to find organisers.  But 
I strongly feel that events that do run, are successful on the back of them being Championship rounds.  
These events also increase their entry fees (as costs do increase) – and it has to be accepted that being 
a round of a Championship will also incur increasing costs.  Why should the Association suffer with lower 
levels of income to buy ever-increasing costs of awards and the costs involved in helping to publise the 
events?
Therefore I strongly propose an increase in the levy to �20 per event.

Stage Rally Championship
As we discussed last year, we are aware that thanks to some wonderful sponsorship from Phoenix 
Awards (who cover all the awards costs c �850) and Pantry Catering (who pay �300 and that just about 
covers all the postage costs) – this Championship continues to make a surplus.
The postage costs have spirally upwards thanks to Post Office increases – from �161 last year to �299 
this year. That is a worrying trend !
However – I am still very nervous of the fact that the Championship more than breaks even thanks to the 
Sponsors rather than despite them being there.  In other words, lose our Sponsorship and we lose 
money.  I feel that this puts too much pressure on the Sponsor.
Again the Registration Fee has been at �5 pp since 2001 and I guess that on the face of it, we have no 
need to increase this yet. But we are not even reflecting normal inflation rises so if/when they DO go up, 
they will be by a large %.  Thoughts from the Delegates?
By the way, you might be interested to know that the AWMMC fee is �25-00 pp !
With regards the Stage Rally Event Levy – my thoughts echo those of above really.  Whilst we have the 
sponsorship, no problems.  But at �25 per event I would council the Delegates to think about increasing 
this sooner than later if only to more accurately reflect current days costs etc,.  I would be astounded if 
an increase to �30 would affect any event run under the banner of the ANEMMC Stage Rally 
Championship.  These events are recouping the benefits of being rounds of our very successful Stage 
Rally Championship and thus attracting entries for them – I would wish to ensure that we start to offset 
the costs of running the Championship from the extra income we are helping these Clubs achieve. 
Ultimately I would like to see the Competitors fees covering the costs of the awards that they get and the 
Clubs event levies covering the costs involved in promoting their events to the contenders via the 
tables/bulletins/postage etc.  Doesn’t that sound realistic?
I realise there will be a cry of “why change it if we don’t need to” …. Anyone thinking of the future?



Club Subscription Fee
Currently standing at �25 and has been at this level for several years.
Looking at the Association running costs (i.e. taking out the various Championships and Awards Night 
ones) I think that we continue to strike a happy balance on the financial front.
For sure we will show a large loss this year thanks to the purchase of the Secretary Laptop and Digital 
Projector (�928) – but we can call this a one-off expense and normally we would still show a modest c 
�110 surplus.  And that includes the costs incurred in running the Autosport Stand last January.
So again, we could retain the same fee level for now – but in the future?

To summarise my thoughts and recommendations:-
 Road Rally Contender Registration fee – to remain at �5 and vote to accept it being subsidised by 

the Association’s capital and acknowledge that this is being eroded and look to reduce further the 
road rally awards costs.

 Road Rally Event Levy – to increase from �15 to �20 per event.
 Stage Rally Contender Registration fee – to remain at �5 for the last time and at least inflation rate 

increase next year.
 Stage Rally Event Levy – to increase from �25 to �30 per event
 Club Subscription fee – to remain at �25 subject to no increase in Room Hire charges. If these do 

increase, we will increase the fee next year.
Be sure to know – we are starting to eat into our Capital Reserves and it could be a hard thing to reverse.
Following a discussion Mark proposed that the Road and Stage Rally contenders fees remain at �5 and 
the event levies for road and stage events both increase by �5. This was seconded by John Hickling. 
The voting was 7 for and 3 against therefore the proposal was accepted.

c.   Stage Rally Co-ordinator.
Since the last meeting we have run 6 events.
The Opposite lock rally at Manby showground had the rain and over the Friday night became flooded 
and the event was cancelled. They had a full entry I am sure they will be back next year with an excellent 
rally.
The Centenary stages at Tywford 60 car entry good event for this venue, layout was a bit more open and 
quick.
The Wolds Rally was the next and last rally at Swinderby full entry good stages, very sad to see our top 
venue in the area retired.
16th September Thor Hammer Stages at Driffield. Venue very good but an extremely poor effort by De-
Lacy Motor Club the stages could have been good if the plans had matched the layout. Waiting between 
stages was long and cars qued for long periods and to top it all the results where the worst I have seen 
in my time in the sport. This event will not be in the 2008 championship and will have to be observed for 
consideration in the future.
Trackrod Yorkshire Rally a BRC round as well as local championships. We had 16 people on the event 
in various classes well run, as you would expect.
Last Saturday Eastwood & DMC ran the Harold Palin Memorial Stages at manby Showground. All 
tarmac event as last year with the uncertain weather they did not chance the loose. Not the best entry 53 
starters very well run kept to a time schedule all day proposed 10 stages ran 9 after an accident on stage 
7 which needed full attention, c of c decision to cancel stage 8 go into 9 and keep the event on time. All 
parties in the accident were ok and did not need any medical attention off the venue.
The last round is the Premier Rally in the notts forests entries at this time is 37.
Donavan Jenkin and Ian Bass have the overall tied up but there is still some close competition in the 
classes.

The 2008 Championship has not been finalised at this time as we are waiting for some events to confirm 
the venues for there events. I feel that I wish to give all concerned, as much time as possible as they 
have good events that fit the calendar after all it is not there fault some executive in Mexico decides to 
chop up the best venue the area.
Phoenix Awards is committed to continue and the other 3 are still in the final stages but all should be ok.
There is a possibility we may spilt the championship into Multi-use and Multi Venue as we have a 
possible 6 round M/V and 12 rounds S/V championships.



d. Road Rally co-ordinator.
The AB event has just taken place and the Autumn Mist will take place next weekend. The calendar of 
events for 2008 is almost complete.

e. Training Officer.
We are into the final part of 2007 with still some training outstanding. 
Border M.C. had asked for a radio training night, they gave us a date of June 6th so as to our normal 
policy we arranged for a radio controller to do the training, unfortunately Chris Worbouys had to cancel 
the day before due to a sudden work commitment. Naturally we would have used our own radio co-
ordinator, Brian Avery but Brian was out of the country so we had to revert to plan B
We had a room full of people who didn’t offer any complaint when I informed them of the problem but 
reminded them their annual stage event, The Torque Bak stages was due that month and so for their 
own sake Avril and I gave them First on Scene and The First Ten Minutes, The Next Ten Years. Again 
this combination went down really well. 
The next promised training session for this year is on road rallying. We finally have a date (I hope) Dave 
Broadley has agreed to arrange it for Friday November 9th.This will be held the pub where Lincs Louth 
hold their meetings. 
Finally anyone marshalling on the WRGB, the MSA has set up a training session in Doncaster on 
October 31st according to their website. I have asked for a time and location but so far I haven’t had an 
answer. Anyone wanting more information either ring ADL at the MSA or email me. 
We are planning 2008 training and hopefully a training day. If there is anything you feel we are missing 
out on please tell us.

k. Chairman.

ITEMS FROM CHIEF EXECUTIVE
Colin Hilton reported on the non-participation of ACU in the Widening Participatino Plan.  MSA are to use 
a call-centre to assist with the heavy workload in the Licensing Dept. at critical times of the year.  It is the 
time of year when negotiations take place with the Forestry Commission.  MSA have made it quite plain 
that there is no more money available.  FC want an extension to the existing deal to review costs.  MSA 
wants a new three year deal.  MSA are prepared to agree to an independent engineer to review road 
maintenance costs.  Volunteers in Motorsport has now been approved as an official Advisory Panel and 
will include the marshals group and volunteer officials group.  The government has finally agreed funding 



for Phase 3 of the Volunteers in Motorsport. JLT are the new Insurance brokers for the MSA.  Cover 
through Lockton will continue through until the end of December 2007.  Tony Venning representing JLT 
was introduced to the Committee.  It was reported that the Baja GB was well received by the FIA and it is 
hoped it will be a round of the FIA World Cup next year.
TRAINING AND DEVELOPMENT
The MSA have a Rescue Development Fund which has money available for a variety of schemes and 
clubs are urged to ask Allan Dean-Lewis for information and how to apply.
The Women in Motorsport group have met in September and the Next Generation Forum also met.  
Rhiannon  represented this Association and can update us on their deliberations.
Club and Marshal of the Year nominations have closed and announcements will be made shortly.
The Midland Association Pilot Group was reported on by Phil Foster. A meeting was held in August 
which Avril attended representing this Association.  The ViM are looking for a representative who is 
familiar with clubs and marshalling to act as a “clearing point” for new volunteers to our sport.  Avril will 
update us on this issue.
Four or five clubs have reached their Centenary in the last 5 years and MSA will shortly be making an 
award.
Clubs are urged to appoint a Child Protection Officer.  Updates on training will be issued later in the year.
Official Seminar dates have been provisionally agreed.
A review of the Club Manual is underway.
